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On June 8th, a 5-month-old Pitbull puppy made his way to the
Washington Area Humane Society with a Good Samaritan who found
him injured on the side of a busy road. Not only was it apparent to our
medical team that Luke’s leg was badly broken, but he also tested

positive — and showed symptoms - for Parvo.

Our team transferred Luke to an emergency vet where he stayed the
night to receive around-the-clock care and fluids. He was brought
back to the WAHS the next day and was treated for Parvo for two
weeks and placed on pain medicine for his leg. Luke tested negative
for Parvo on June 19th and received surgery for his shattered femur
bone. Unfortunately, his leg was broken too badly and the decision to

amputate was made.
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Finley was brought to the WAHS by our Humane Society Police Officer in
January of 2022 after being found abandoned in a home with two other cats.
She was very fearful and reactive to everyone, hissing and swatting at anyone

who approached her.

Our team began working on a behavior plan to modify Finley’s behavior. It took
months of slow interactions for Finley to stop being aggressive towards people
but then she became protective of her condo. We made the decision to allow
Finley to live in our Cat Supervisor's office and have free roam of the cat
adoption floor. Finley started to welcome attention and her demeanor

changed.
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Every pet adopted from the Washington Area Humane Society
are spayed or neutered, microchipped, up to date on
vaccinations, and licensed. Our adoptable pets are also sent
home with a starter kit of toys, treats, and food!
