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Cat Adoption Process:

View the WAHS website to see available cats or
during animal viewing hours at the shelter to
identify the cat(s) you are interested in.
Submit a paper or online application. Fill out
ALL questions or application may be canceled
or stalled.

Allow 48 hours for your application to be
reviewed.

You will receive a call ONLY if your application
is approved.

After approval the cat coordinator will
schedule a meet and greet.

Be prepared visit and adopt within 72 hours of
being approved. We do not hold animals.

Once you have met the cat and the adoption is
approved the cat coordinator will set up a date
to come adopt the cat. Some adoptions take
longer if the cat needs to be spayed or
neutered.Same day adoptions are rare.

The adoption is executed onsite. Cash and
credit are accepted. No personal checks.

Submitting an application
does not guarantee you will
adopt the cat you want. The
WAHS's goal is the find the
best fit for the cat. Adoptions
are not first come first serve.
